Respect Life-  Effects of Abortion 

Abortion results in the death of a child.  For many mothers, abortion causes 

severe and long-lasting emotional, psychological, and spiritual trauma.  Many 

women experience overwhelming guilt, shame, and grief.  Other effects have 

also been documented:  depression, withdrawal from others, eating 

disorders, self punishing behaviors lie “cutting”, sexual dysfunction and 

problems with intimacy, alcohol and drug dependency, problems bonding with 

other or subsequent children, abortion related nightmares, and other sleep 

problems.  

Family relationships may suffer as the aborted child’s father, grandparents, 

or other family members experience their own guilt, grief, or loss.  Even if 

the mother keeps her abortion secret, family members can be distressed by 

changes in the mother’s behavior and mental or emotional health.
